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A Introduction 
 

1.1.  Eligible Bidders 

 

1.1.1 This Invitation for Bids is open to all supplier’s subject to para 06 of the invitation for bids/NIT. 

 

1.1.2 A supplier or bidder shall be considered to be from a country if 

 
(i) the entity is incorporated in that country, or  

(ii) A majority of its shareholding or effective control of the entity is exercised from that 

country; or 

(iii) more that 50% of the value of the item being supplied has been added in that 

country. Indian suppliers shall mean those entities which meet any of these tests with 

respect to India. 

 

1.1.3 MSEs would be treated as owned by Scheduled Caste/Schedule Tribe enterprises as under: 
(a) In case of proprietary MSE, proprietor(s) shall be SC /ST. 

(b) In case of partnership MSE, the SC/ST partners shall be holding at least 51% (fifty one 

percent) shares in the unit. 

(c) In case of Private Limited Companies, at least 51% (fifty one percent) share shall be held by 

SC/ST promoters.

1.1.4 Bidders should not be associated, or have been associated in the past, directly or indirectly, 

with a firm or any of its affiliates which have been engaged by the Purchaser to provide 

consulting services for the preparation of the design, specifications, and other documents to 

be used for the procurement of the goods to be purchased under this Invitation of Bids.

1.1.11    The beneficial owner for the purpose of above will be as under 

 

I. In case of a company or Limited Liability Partnership, the beneficial owner is the 

natural person(s), who, whether acting alone or together, or through one or more 

judicial person, has a controlling owner ship interest or who exercise control 

through other means. 

Explanation – 

 
a) "Controlling ownership interest" means ownership of a or entitlement to more 

than twenty-five percent of shares or capital or profits of the company; 

b) "Control" shall include the right to appoint majority of the directors or to 

control the management or policy decisions including by virtue of their 

shareholding or management rights or shareholders agreements or voting 

agreements. 

 

II. In case of a  partnership firm, the beneficial owner is the natural persons(s) who, 

whether acting alone or together, or through one or more judicial person, has 

ownership of entitlement to more than fifteen percent of capital or profits of the 

partnership; 

III. In case of an unincorporated association or body of individuals, the beneficial 

owner is the natural person(s), who, whether acting alone or together, or through 

one or more judicial person, has ownership of or entitlement to more than fifteen 

percent of the property or capital or profits of such association or body of 

individuals; 

IV. Where no natural person is identified under (1) or (2) or (3) above, the beneficial 

owner is the relevant natural person who holds the position of senior managing 

official; 

V. In case of a trust, the identification of beneficial owner(s) shall include 

identification of the author of the trust, the trustee, the beneficiaries with fifteen 

percent or more interest in the trust and any other natural person exercising 

ultimate effective control over the trust through a chain of control or ownership. 

 

 

1.1.11 An agent is a person employed to do any act for another, or to represent another in 

dealings with third person. 

 

1.1.12    Cost of Bidding 

 

1.2.1 The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its bid, 

and “the Purchaser", will in no case be responsible or liable for these costs, regardless of 

the conduct or outcome of the bidding process. 
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1.3      Code of Integrity 

 

1.3.1 The bidders/suppliers should sign a declaration about abiding by the Code of Integrity for 

Public Procurement in bid documents. In case of any transgression of this code, the bidder 

is not only liable to be removed from the list of registered suppliers, but it would be liable 

for other punitive actions such as cancellation of contracts, banning and blacklisting or 

action in Competition Commission of India, and so on. 

 

 

1.3.2 Code of integrity for Public Procurement:  The Purchaser as well as bidders, suppliers, 

contractors and consultants should observe the highest standard of ethics and should not 

indulge in the following prohibited practices, either directly or indirectly, at any stage 

during the procurement process or during execution of resultant contracts:

transparency,  fairness  and  the  progress  of  the 

procurement process or to establish bid prices at artificial, 
non-competitive levels; 

iv) “coercive practice” harming or threatening to harm, persons or their property to 

influence their participation in the procurement process or 

affect the execution of a contract; 

v) “conflict of interest”: participation by a bidding firm or any of its affiliates that are 

either involved in the consultancy contract to which this

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1.3.3        Obligations for Proactive disclosures 

i) The Purchaser as well as bidders, suppliers, contractors and consultants, are obliged 
under Code of Integrity for Public Procurement to sue-moto proactively declare any 
conflicts of interest (coming under the definition mentioned above – pre-existing or as 
and as soon as these arise at any stage) in any procurement process or execution of 
contract.

1.9 Purchase Preference Policies 

 

1.9.1 The purchaser intends to give product reservation/purchase preference/price preference in 

line with current Govt. of India procurement policies to help inclusive national economic 

growth by providing long term support to Small and Medium enterprises (SMEs) and 

disadvantaged sections of the society and to address environmental concerns along with 

preferential market access in govt. procurements.

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1.16.3 The bid security shall be in Indian Rupees for offers received for supply The bid security shall be 
in one of the following forms at the bidders’ option: 

(a) A Bank guarantee or stand-by Letter of Credit issued by a Nationalized/ Scheduled bank 
located in India in the form provided in the bidding documents or 

(b) A Banker’s cheque or Account Payee demand draft in favour of the purchaser issued by 

any Nationalized/ Scheduled bank or 

(c) A Fixed Deposit Receipt pledged in favour of the Director, CSIR-4PI, Bengaluru. 

(d) Bid Securing Declaration 

 

1.16.1 The bid security shall be payable promptly upon written demand by the purchaser in case 

the conditions listed in the ITB clause 1.16.9 are invoked.

1.16.4 The successful Bidder's bid security will be discharged upon the Bidder furnishing the performance 

security, without any interest. 

 

1.16.5 Bidders that are currently registered with the purchaser or registered as MSEs will continue to 
remain registered during the tender validity period also and are exempted from payment of EMD. 
In case the tenderer falls in these categories, the bidder should furnish a certified copy of its 
valid registration details. Except for MSEs, this exemption is valid for the trade group and 
monetary value of registration only.

1.16.7 The bid security may be forfeited: 

(a) If a Bidder withdraws or amends or modifies or impairs or derogates its bid during the 
period of bid validity specified by the Bidder on the Bid Form; or 

(b) In case of a successful Bidder, if the Bidder fails to furnish order acceptance within 
14 days of the order or fails to sign the contract and/or fails to furnish Performance Security 

within 21 days from the date of contract/ order. 

 
1.16.8 Whenever the bidder chooses to submit the Bid Security in the form of Bank Guarantee, then the 

Bidder should advise the banker issuing the Bank Guarantee to immediately send by Registered Post 
(A.D.) an unstamped duplicate copy of the Guarantee directly to the Purchaser with a covering letter 
to compare with the original BG for the correctness, genuineness, etc. 

 

1.17.       Period of Validity of Bids

failing which the bid would be summarily ignored. A Bidder may refuse the request without 

forfeiting its bid security. A Bidder granting the request will not be required nor permitted 

to modify its bid. 

 

1.17.3 Bid evaluation will be based on the bid prices without taking into consideration the above 

corrections. 

 

1.18.      Format and Signing of Bid 

 

1.18.1 The bids may be submitted in single envelop / online in single part of in two parts as 

specified in the Invitation for Bids. 

 

1.18.2 In case the bids are invited on single envelop basis, then the Bidder shall prepare two 

copies of the bid, clearly marking each "Original Bid" and "Copy Bid", as appropriate. In the 

event of any discrepancy between them, the original shall govern. 

 

1.18.3       In case the bids are invited on two-bid system, the Bidder shall submit the bids  online in 

two separate parts. One part shall contain Technical bid comprising all documents listed 

under clause relating to Documents Comprising the Bid excepting bid form and price 

schedules.

1.19.5 Intending  bidders are advised to visit CPPP website https://etenders.gov.in regularly till 

closing date of submission of bid, for any corrigendum. 

 

1.19.6 The Bid Security/Earnest Money Deposit shall be deposited through Bank Guarantee / Demand 

Draft drawn in favour of “The Director, CSIR Fourth Paradigm Institute, Bengaluru”. The 

original Bid Security/EMD must be delivered at address mentioned in Sr.No.1 of NIT till bid 
submission date and time as mentioned in “Date Sheet” failing which the bid shall be 

summarily rejected.

the bid documents in accordance with Clause relating to Amendment of Bidding Documents 

in which case all rights and obligations of the Purchaser and Bidders previously subject to 

the deadline will thereafter be subject to the    deadline as extended. 

 

 

1.21.    Late Bids 

 

1.21.1    Any bid received by the Purchaser after the deadline for submission of bids prescribed by 

the Purchaser will be rejected. 

 

1.21.2    Such tenders shall be marked as late and not considered for further evaluation. They shall 

not be opened at all and be returned to the bidders in their original envelope without 

opening. 

 

1.22.     Withdrawal, substitution and Modification of Bids. 

 

1.22.1  Withdrawal, Substitution and modification of bids will be as per provisions/facilities available 

to bidder in etenders.gov.in. 

 

1.22.2   The bidder is not allowed to modify or withdraw bid after deadline for submission of bids. 

 

 

E. Opening and Evaluation of Bids 

 

1.23  Opening of Bids by the Purchaser 

 

 

1.23.1 The Purchaser will open all bids online on etenders.gov.in only. 

 

 

1.24. Confidentiality 

 

1.24.1 Information relating to the examination, evaluation, comparison, and post qualification of 

bids, and recommendation of contract award, shall not be disclosed to bidders or any other 

persons not officially concerned with such process until publication of the Contract Award. 

 

1.24.2 Any effort by a Bidder to influence the Purchaser in the examination, evaluation, comparison, 

and post qualification of the bids or contract award decisions may result in the rejection of 

its Bid. 

 

1.25. Clarification of Bids 

 

1.25.1 To assist in the examination, evaluation, comparison and post qualification of the bids, the 

Purchaser may, at its discretion, ask the Bidder for a clarification of its bid. The request for 

clarification and the response shall be in writing and no change in prices or substance of the 

bid shall be sought, offered or permitted. However, no negotiation shall be held except with 

the lowest bidder, at the discretion of the purchaser. Any clarification submitted by a bidder 

in respect to its bid which is not in response to a request by the purchaser shall not be 

considered.

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1.26. Preliminary Examination 

 

1.26.1 The Purchaser shall examine the bids to confirm that all documents and technical 

documentation requested in ITB Clause 1.10 have been provided, and to determine the 

completeness of each document submitted. 

 

1.26.2 The Purchaser shall confirm that the following documents and information have been 

provided in the Bid. If any of these documents or information is missing, the offer shall be 

rejected.   
(a) Bid Form and Price Schedule, in accordance with ITB Clause 1.10; 

(b) All the tenders received will first be scrutinized to see whether the tenders meet the 
basic requirements as incorporated in the tender enquiry document. The tenders, who do 

not meet the basic requirements, are to be treated as unresponsive and ignored. The 

following are some of the important points, for which a tender may be declared as 

unresponsive and to be ignored, during the initial scrutiny: 

(i) The Bid is not eligible 

(ii) The Bidder is not eligible than the required period 
(iii) The Bidder has quoted for goods manufactured by a different firm without the 

required authority letter from  the  proposed manufacturer 
(vi) The goods quoted are sub-standard, not meeting the required specification, etc. 

(vii) Against the schedule of Requirement (incorporated in the tender enquiry), the 

bidder has not quoted for the entire requirement as specified in that schedule. 

(viii) The bidder has not agreed to some essential condition(s) incorporated in the 

tender enquiry. 

 

1.27    Bidder’s right to question rejection. 

1.27.1 A Bidder shall have the right to be heard in case he feels that a proper procurement process 

is not being followed and/or his tender has been rejected wrongly.  Only a directly affected 

bidder can represent in this regard as under: 
i) Only a bidder who has participated in the concerned procurement process i.e. pre- 

qualification, bidder registration or bidding, as the case may be, can make such 

representation; 

ii) In case pre-qualification bid has been evaluated before the bidding of Technical bids, an 

application for review in relation to the technical bid may be filed only by a bidder who has 

qualified in pre-qualification bid; 

iii) In case technical bid has been evaluated before the opening of the financial bid, an 
application for review in relation to the financial bid may be filed only by a bidder whose 

technical bid is found to be acceptable. 

iv) Following decisions of the purchaser in accordance with the provision of internal 

guidelines shall not be subject to review: 

a) Determination of the need for procurement; 

b) Selection of the mode of procurement or bidding system; 

c) Choice of selection procedure; 
d) Provisions limiting participation of bidders in the procurement process; 

e) The decision to enter into negotiations with the L1 bidder; 

f) Cancellation of the procurement process except where it is intended to subsequently 

re-tender the same requirements; 

g) Issues related to ambiguity in contract terms may not be taken up after a contract 
has been signed, all such issues should be highlighted before consummation of the 

contract by the vendor/contractor; and 

h) Complaints against specifications except under the premise that they are either 

vague or too specific so as to limit competition may be permissible. 
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1.27.2  In case   a Bidder feels aggrieved by the decision of the purchaser, he may then send his 

representation in writing to the Purchaser’s address as indicated in special conditions of 

contract (SCC) within 05 working days from the date of communication of the purchaser 

intimating the rejection for reconsideration of the decision by the purchaser. 

 

1.28  Responsiveness of Bids 

 

1.28.1 Prior to the detailed evaluation, the purchaser will determine the substantial 

responsiveness of each bid to the bidding documents. For purposes of this clause, a 

substantive responsive bid is one, which conforms to all terms and condition of the bidding 

documents without material deviations, reservations or omissions. A material deviation, 

reservation or omission is one that: 
(a) Affects in any substantial way the scope, quality, or performance of the Goods and Related 

Services specified in the Contract; or 

(b) Limits in any substantial way, inconsistent with the Bidding Documents, the Purchaser’s 

rights or the Bidder’s obligations under the Contract; or 

(c) If rectified, would unfairly affect the competitive position of other bidders presenting 

substantially responsive bids. 

 

1.28.2    The purchasers’ determination of a bid’s responsiveness is to be based on the contents of 

the bid itself without recourse to extrinsic evidence. 

 

1.28.3 If a bid is not substantially responsive, it will be rejected by the Purchaser and may not 

subsequently be made responsive by the Bidder by correction of the material deviation, 

reservation or omission. 

 

1.28.4 If a bidder quotes Nil Charges/consideration, the bid shall be treated as unresponsive and 

will not be considered. 

 

1.29   Non-Conformity, Error and Omission 

 

1.29.1 Provided that a Bid is substantially responsive, the Purchaser may waive any nonconformities 

or omissions in the Bid that do not constitute a material deviation. 

 

1.29.2 Provided that a bid is substantially responsive, the Purchaser may request that the Bidder 

submit the necessary information or documentation, within a reasonable period of time, to 

rectify nonmaterial nonconformities or omissions in the bid related to documentation 

requirements. Such omission shall not be related to any aspect of the price of the Bid.  Failure 

of the Bidder to comply with the request may result in the rejection of its Bid. 

 

1.29.3 Provided that the Bid is substantially responsive, the Purchaser shall correct arithmetical 

errors on the following basis: 
(a) if there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the line item total that is obtained 

by multiplying the unit price by the quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the line item total shall 

be corrected, unless in the opinion of the Purchaser there is an obvious misplacement of the 

decimal point in the unit price, in which case the line item total as 

quoted shall govern and the unit price shall be corrected; 

(b) if there is an error in a total corresponding to the addition or subtraction of subtotals, 

the subtotals shall prevail and the total shall be corrected; and 

(c) if there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words shall prevail, 

unless the amount expressed in words is related to an arithmetic error, in which case the 

amount in figures shall prevail subject to (a) and (b) above. 

 

1.29.4  Provided that a bid is substantially responsive, the purchaser may request that a bidder may 

confirm the correctness of arithmetic errors as done by the purchaser within a target date. In 

case, no reply is received then the bid submitted shall be ignored and its Bid Security may be 

forfeited. 
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1.30 Examination of Terms & Conditions, Technical Evaluation 

 

1.30.1 The Purchaser shall examine the Bid to confirm that all terms and conditions specified in the 

GCC and the SCC have been accepted by the Bidder without any material deviation or 

reservation. 

 

1.30.2 The Purchaser shall evaluate the technical aspects of the Bid submitted in accordance with 

ITB Clause 1.15, to confirm that all requirements specified in Schedule of Requirements of 

the Bidding Documents have been met without any material deviation or reservation. 

 

1.30.3 If, after the examination of the terms and conditions and the technical  evaluation, the 

Purchaser determines that the Bid is not substantially responsive in accordance with ITB 

Clause 1.28, it shall reject the Bid. 

 

1.31 Conversion to Single Currency – NOT APPLICABLE 

 

1.32 Evaluation and comparison of bids 

 

1.32.1 The Purchaser shall evaluate each bid that has been determined, up to this stage of the 

evaluation, to be substantially responsive. 

 

1.32.2 To evaluate a Bid, the Purchaser shall only use all the factors, methodologies and criteria 

defined below. No other criteria or methodology shall be permitted. 

 

 

1.32.3 Further, In tender, where the items are divisible, the participating Micro and Small 

Enterprises (MSE) quoting price within price band of L1+15 (fifteen) per cent shall also be 

allowed to supply a portion of requirement by bringing down their price to L1 price in a 

situation where L1 price is from someone other than a MSE and such MSE shall be allowed 

to supply up to 25 (twenty five) per cent of total tendered value. The 25 (twenty five) per 

cent quantity is to be distributed proportionately among these bidders, in case there are 

more than one MSMEs within such price band. 

 

1.32.4 Within this 25% (Twenty five Percent) quantity, a purchase preference of 25 (twenty five) 

per cent out of 25 (twenty five) per cent) is reserved for MSEs owned by Scheduled Caste 

(SC)/Scheduled Tribe (ST) entrepreneurs (if they participate in the tender process and 

match the L1 price).    Provided that, in the event of failure of such SC/ST MSE to participate 

in tender process or meet tender requirements and L1 price, four per cent sub-target shall 

be met from other MSE.    

 

1.32.5  In case the items are not divisible, then the MSE quoting price within price band L1 + 15% 

may be awarded for full/complete supply of total tendered quantity to MSE, considering the 

spirit of the policy for enhancing the Government procurement from MSEs.

1.32.6  The bids shall be evaluated on the basis of final cost which shall be arrived as under:   

  

a)    The quoted rate is inclusive of all charges towards materials, labour, equipment, tools / 

tackles, transportation of materials, preparation of drawings / reports.  

b)     The quoted rate includes all costs for mobilising and de-mobilising necessary equipment, 

tools, tackles, testing etc. and personnel to site to complete the fieldwork within the 

stipulated time schedule.  

c)   The quoted rate is inclusive of all charges towards travel/ transportation, lodging & 

boarding for the visits necessary to work site or any other place required to be visited for 

the said scope of work.  

d)     If there is a discrepancy in quoted price between the unit rate and the line item amount 

resulting from multiplying the unit rate by the quantity, the unit prate as quoted will 

govern.  

e)  The successful Tenderer shall make his own arrangements for water, power, 

accommodation, transport and all other facilities for his personnel and bear all charges 

for same.  

f)      CSIR Fourth Paradigm Institute reserves the right to increase or decrease the quantities 

indicated in Schedule of Quantities (Annexure-II). The payment shall be made for the 

actual quantity of work executed at site. The unit rate as per the order shall be valid for 

any variation in quantities.  

 

1.33      Contacting the Purchaser 

 

1.33.1 Subject to ITB Clause 1.25, no Bidder shall contact the Purchaser on any matter relating 

to its bid, from the time of the bid opening to the time the Contract is awarded. 

 

1.33.2 Any effort by a Bidder to influence the Purchaser in its decisions on bid evaluation, bid 

comparison or contract award may result in rejection of the Bidder's bid. 

 

 

1.34.    PRE-QUALIFICATION CRITERIA  

 

1.1 Tenderer should have successfully completed similar Work(s) during the last THREE 

years ending last day of the month previous to the one in which tenders are invited 

as under:  

 

a) One similar completed work costing not less than Rs. 50 Lakhs (including tax).  

OR 

b)  Two similar completed works costing not less than Rs. 40 Lakhs each (Including Tax) 

OR 

b) Three similar completed works costing not less than Rs. 30  each(including tax).  

Definition of similar works completed work(s) is as under: Tenderer should have carried 

out subsoil investigations in all types of soils, soft/hard rocks, using rotary method of 

boring/core drilling/soil sampling below ground level/water level including field and 

laboratory soil/rock testing.  

 

   Tenderer shall submit supporting documents like copies of work order, agreements, 

certified final quantities, completion certificate etc. in respect of the works under 

which prequalification is sought.  

 

1.2    The Tenderer shall have average annual turnover of at least Rs. 50 Lakhs  during 

the last three (3) financial years.Documentary evidence in support of this are 

required to be submitted in technical bid. 
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1.35       Post qualification 

 

1.35.1    In the absence of pre-qualification, the Purchaser will determine to its satisfaction whether 

the Bidder that is selected as having submitted the lowest evaluated responsive bid is 

qualified to perform the contract satisfactorily, in accordance with the criteria listed in ITB   

Clause 1.14. 

 

1.34.2 The determination will take into account the eligibility criteria listed in the bidding 

documents and will be based upon an examination of the documentary evidence of the 

Bidder’s qualifications submitted by the Bidder, as well as such other information as the 

Purchaser deems necessary and appropriate. 

 

1.34.3 An affirmative determination will be a prerequisite for award of the contract to the Bidder.  

A negative determination will result in rejection of the Bidder’s bid. 

 

 

 

F. AWARD OF CONTRACT 

 

1.36     Negotiations 

 

1.35.1 Normally, there shall not be any negotiation. Negotiations, if at all, shall be an exception 

and only in the case of items with limited source of supply. Negotiations shall be held with 

the lowest evaluated responsive bidder. Counter offers tantamount to negotiations and 

shall be treated at par with negotiations in the case of one time purchases. 

 

1.36       Award Criteria 

 

1.36.1 Subject to ITB Clause 1.39, the Purchaser will award the contract to the successful Bidder 

whose bid has been determined to be substantially responsive and has been determined 

to be the lowest evaluated bid, provided further that the Bidder is determined to be qualified 

to perform the contract satisfactorily.  The details of the award would be hosted on the 

website of the Purchaser. 

 

1.37     Purchaser's right to vary Quantities at Time of Award 

 

1.37.1 The Purchaser reserves the right at the time of Contract award to increase or decrease the 

quantity of goods and services originally specified in the Schedule of Requirements to the 

extent of 25% without any change in unit price or other terms and conditions.  

 

1.38       Option Clause 

 

1.38.1 The Purchaser reserves the right to increase or decrease the quantity of the required 

goods/services up to 25% (Twenty-Five) per cent at any time, till final delivery date (or the 

extended delivery date of the contract), by giving reasonable notice even though the 

quantity ordered initially has been supplied in full before the last date of the delivery period 

(or the extended delivery period) 

 

1.39      Purchaser's right to accept Any Bid and to reject any or All Bids 

 

1.39.1  The Purchaser reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and to annul the bidding 

process and reject all bids at any time prior to award of Contract, without thereby incurring 

any liability to the affected Bidder or Bidders. 
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1.40     Notification of Award 

 

1.40.1    Prior to the expiration of the period of bid validity, the Purchaser will notify the successful 

bidder through award of contract on etender.gov.in / that  the bid has been accepted. 

 

1.40.2   Until a formal contract is prepared and executed, the notification of award should constitute 

a binding contract. 

 

1.40.3   Upon the successful Bidder’s furnishing of the signed Contract Form and performance 

security pursuant to ITB Clause 1.43, the Purchaser will promptly notify each unsuccessful 

Bidder and will   discharge its bid security. 

 

1.41 Signing of Contract 

 

1.41.1 Promptly after notification, the Purchaser shall send the successful Bidder the 

Agreement/Purchase Order. 

 

1.41.2   Within twenty-one (21) days of date of the Purchase Order, the successful Bidder shall sign, 

date, and return it to the Purchaser. 

 

1.42    Order Acceptance 

 

1.42.1     The successful bidder should submit Order acceptance within 14 days from the date of 

issue of order/signing of contract, failing which it shall be presumed that the vendor is not 

interested and his bid security is liable to be forfeited pursuant to clause 1.16.9 of ITB. 

 

1.42.2  The order confirmation must be received within 14 days. However, the Purchaser has the 

powers to extend the time frame for submission of order confirmation beyond the original 

date. Even after extension of time, if the order confirmation is not received, the contract 

is liable to be cancelled   provided that the purchaser, on being satisfied that it is not a 

case of cartelization and the integrity of the procurement process has been maintained, 

may, for cogent reasons, offer the next successful bidder an opportunity to match the 

financial bid of the first successful bidder, and if the offer is accepted, award the contract 

to the next successful bidder at the price bid of the first successful bidder. 

 

1.43       Performance Security –   

 

1.43.1 Within 21 days of receipt of the notification of award/PO, the Supplier shall furnish 

performance security (PS) in the amount specified in SCC, valid till 60 days after the 

warranty period. 

 

1.43.2  The proceeds of the performance security shall be payable to the Purchaser as 

compensation for any loss resulting from the Supplier's failure to complete its obligations 

under the Contract. 

 

1.43.3 The Performance Security shall be denominated in Indian Rupees for the offers received 

for supplies. 

 

1.43.4 In the case of imports, the PS may be submitted either by the principal or by the Indian 

agent and, in the case of purchases from indigenous sources, the PS may be submitted 

by either the manufacturer or their authorized dealer/bidder. 

 

1.43.5      The Performance security shall be in one of the following forms:  

 
(a) A Banker’s cheque or Account Payee demand draft in favour of the purchaser. Or,

The purchaser shall answer the queries during the pre-bid conference, which 

would become a part of the proceedings of the Pre-bid Conference. The proceeding of the 

Pre Bid Conference would be hosted on the website of the purchaser. Before formulating and 

submitting their bids, all prospective bidders are advised to surf through the purchaser’s 

website after the Pre-bid Conference, in order to enable them take cognizance of the revised 

tender conditions.

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Instructions for Online Bid Submission 

 

Special Instructions to the Bidders for the e-submission of the bids online through the e-

Procurement Portal etenders.gov.in 

 

a) Bidder should do Online Enrolment in this Portal using the option Click Here to Enroll 

available in the Home Page. Then the Digital Signature enrollment has to be done with the e-

token, after logging into the portal. The e-token may be obtained from one of the authorized 

Certifying Authorities such as eMudhraCA/GNFC/IDRBT/MtnlTrustline/SafeScrpt/TCS.

2.23 Change Orders and Contract Amendments

on Notices of the GCC make changes within the general scope of the Contract in any one or

(a) Increase or decrease in the quantity required, exercise of quantity opinion clause;

(d) Changes in terms of payments and statutory levies;

2.23.2 No changes in the price quoted shall be permitted after the purchase order has been issued 

except on account of statutory variations. 

 

2.23.3 No variation or modification in the terms of the contract shall be made except by written 

amendment signed by the parties. 

 

2.24   Assignment 

 

2.24.1   The Supplier shall not assign, in whole or in part, its obligations to perform under the 

Contract, except with the Purchaser's prior written consent. 
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2.25    Subcontracts 

 
(a) The successful bidder shall not be allowed to sub-contract works to any contractor from a 

country which shares a land border with India unless such contractor is registered with 

the Competent Authority.

 In all cases where subcontract has been done the Supplier shall notify the Purchaser in 

writing of all subcontracts awarded under this Contract if not already specified in the bid.

Where ever subcontracting is applicable a certificate on the letter head of the bidder 

along with seal and signature of the person signing the bid must be submitted along with 

other necessary certificates. 

 

 

2.26   Extension of time. 

 

2.26.1 Delivery of the Goods and performance of the Services shall be made by the Supplier in 

accordance with the time schedule specified by the Purchaser. 

 

2.26.2   If at any time during performance of the Contract, the Supplier or its sub-contractor(s) should 

encounter conditions impeding timely delivery of the Goods and performance of Services, 

the Supplier shall promptly notify the Purchaser in writing of the fact of the delay, its likely 

duration and its cause(s). As soon as practicable after receipt of the Supplier’s notice, the 

Purchaser shall evaluate the situation and may, at its discretion, extend the Supplier’s time 

for performance with or without liquidated damages, in which case the extension shall be 

ratified by the parties by amendment of the Contract. 

 

 

2.26.3 Except as provided under the Force Majeure clause of the GCC, a delay by the Supplier in 

the performance of its delivery obligations shall render the Supplier liable to the imposition 

of liquidated damages pursuant to liquidated damages Clause of the GCC unless an 

extension of time is agreed upon pursuant to above clause without the application of 

penalty clause. 

 

 

2.27    Liquidated Damages

without prejudice to its other remedies under the Contract, deduct from the Contract Price, 

as penalty, a sum equivalent to the percentage specified in SCC of the delivered price of the 

delayed Goods or unperformed Services or contract value in case the delivered price of the 

delayed goods or unperformed services cannot be ascertained from the contract, for each 

week or part thereof of delay until actual delivery or performance, up to a maximum 

deduction of 10%.  Once the maximum is reached, the Purchaser may consider termination 

of the Contract pursuant to GCC Clause on Termination for Default.  
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2.28 Termination for Default 

 

2.28.1 The Purchaser may, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by written 

notice of default sent to the Supplier, terminate the Contract in whole or part 

 
(a) If the Supplier fails to complete the work  within the period(s) specified in the 

contract, or within any extension thereof granted by the Purchaser pursuant to GCC Clause 

on Extension of Time; or 

(b) If the Supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the Contract. 

© If the Supplier, in the judgment of the Purchaser has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent or 
collusive or coercive practices etc as defined in GCC Clause and ITB clause on code of integrity 

in competing for or in executing the Contract. 

 

2.28.2   In the event the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, he may take recourse 

to any one or more of the following action: 

 

(a) The Performance Security is to be forfeited; 

(b) The purchaser may procure, upon such terms and in such manner as it deems 
appropriate, stores similar to those undelivered, and the supplier shall be liable 
for all available actions against it in terms of the contract. 

© However, the supplier shall continue to perform the contract to the extent not 
terminated. 

 

 

2.29  Force Majeure 

 

2.29.1 Notwithstanding the provisions of GCC Clauses relating to extension of time, Liquidated 

damages and Termination for Default the Supplier shall not be liable for forfeiture of its 

performance security, liquidated damages or termination for default, if and to the extent 

that, its delay in performance or other failure to perform its obligations under the Contract 

is the result of an event of Force Majeure. 

 

2.29.2 For purposes of this Clause, “Force Majeure” means an event or situation beyond the 

control of the Supplier that is not foreseeable, is unavoidable,  and its origin is not due to 

negligence or lack of care on the part of the Supplier. Such events may include, but not be 

limited to, acts of the Purchaser in its sovereign capacity, wars or revolutions, fires, floods, 

epidemics, quarantine restrictions, and freight embargoes. 

 

2.29.3 If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Supplier shall promptly notify the Purchaser in 

writing of such conditions and the cause thereof within 21 days of its occurrence. Unless 

otherwise directed by the Purchaser in writing, the Supplier shall continue to perform its 

obligations under the Contract as far as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all 

reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by the Force Majeure event. 

 

2.29.4 If the performance in whole or in part or any obligations under the contract is prevented or 

delayed by any reason of Force Majeure for a period exceeding 60 days, either party may 

at its option terminate the contract without any financial repercussions on either side. 

 

2.30    Termination for Insolvency 

 

2.30.1 The Purchaser may at any time terminate the Contract by giving written notice to the 

Supplier, if the Supplier becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent. In this event, termination 

will be without compensation to the Supplier, provided that such termination will not 

prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy, which has accrued or will accrue thereafter 

to the Purchaser. 
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2.31    Termination for Convenience 

 

2.31.1 The Purchaser, by written notice sent to the Supplier, may terminate the Contract, in 

whole or in part, at any time. The notice of termination shall specify that termination is 

for the Purchaser's convenience, the extent to which performance of the Supplier under 

the Contract is terminated, and the date upon which such termination becomes 

effective. 

 

2.31.2 The Contractor shall carry out the work as per the work order placed and complete the 

same within the prescribed time schedule.  The progress will  be monitored as per the 

work plan submitted and approved by the Owner.  In case the progress is not satisfactory 

in terms of quality of work or with respect to the time schedule CSIR Fourth Paradigm 

Institute has right to terminate/cancel the work order. 

 

2.31.3 The Contractor shall get himself registered with the concerned authorities as provided 

under various applicable Acts and shall be directly responsible to such authorities for 

compliance with the provision thereof. 

 

 

2.32 Settlement of Disputes 

 

2.32.1      The Purchaser and the supplier shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct  

 informal negotiation any disagreement or dispute arising between them under                  or 

in connection with the Contract. 

 

2.32.2       If, after twenty-one (21) days, the parties have failed to resolve their dispute or difference 

by such mutual consultation, then either the Purchaser or the Supplier may give notice to 

the other party of its intention to commence arbitration, as hereinafter provided, as to the 

matter in dispute, and no  arbitration in respect of this matter may be commenced unless 

such notice is given. Any dispute or difference in respect of which a notice of intention to 

commence arbitration has been given in accordance with this Clause shall be finally 

settled by arbitration. Arbitration may be commenced prior to or after delivery of the Goods 

under the Contract.  

 

2.32.3  The dispute settlement mechanism/arbitration proceedings shall be concluded as  

under: 

If any dispute or difference arises between the parties hereto as to the construction, 

interpretation, effect and implication of any provision of this agreement including the rights 

or liabilities or any claim or demand of any party against other or in regard to any other 

matter under these presents but excluding any matters, decisions or determination of which 

is expressly provided for in this Agreement, such disputes or differences shall be referred to 

Delhi International Arbitration Centre (DIAC), Delhi High Court, New Delhi and cost will be 

applicable as decided by them. 

 

 A reference to the Arbitration under this Clause shall be deemed to be submission with in 

the meaning  of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act,1996 and Amendment Act, 2015,the 

rules framed thereunder for the time being in force.  

 

2.32.4  The venue of the arbitration shall be the place from where the purchase order or contract 

is issued. 

 

2.32.5     Notwithstanding, any reference to arbitration herein, 
(a) The parties shall continue to perform their respective obligations under the Contract 

unless they otherwise agree; and 
(b) the Purchaser shall pay the Supplier any monies due the Supplier. 
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2.33   Governing Language

The purpose of the proposed sub-soil investigation program is to provided adequate information on 

sub-surface and surface conditions for the foundations and other sub-structures for the proposed 

project, leading to their economical and safe design. 

The planning of the work, choice of the method of boring, selection of the type of samples and 

procedure for sampling are indicated in the Tender. Contractor, however, shall furnish his tentative 

program regarding the above along with his offer which, necessarily, should take into account the 

site conditions and time schedule for completing the work, comprising subsurface features, borings, 

in-situ tests, sampling, visual observations and laboratory tests of samples, reporting of the test 

results, including discussions, correlating the field and the laboratory test values and 

recommendations.  

 

Location plan for soil exploration  

In tender drawing, approximate location of bore holes, trial pits etc. are shown. The exploration 

program in the site will be finalized by the successful bidder in consultation with Engineer-in-charge 

as suited to the site conditions.  

 

General Requirements from the Contractor  

The CONTRACTOR shall have on site all required survey instruments to carry out the work accurately 

according to specifications and drawings. All the specified locations for boreholes and field tests 

shall be set out at the drawing included in the tender . 

 

If the area, where the field tests are located, is likely to be inundated by water, the field work shall 

include provision for temporary fill, erection and removal of platforms, making good the ground, 

access, etc., as necessary for carrying out the work in this area.

The cost of the same shall be 

catered for in rates quoted for relevant items and no extra claims shall be entertained on this 

account.  

 

The Contractor shall submit with his bid the list of equipment / apparatus he proposes to mobilize at 

site, if work is awarded to him (A minimum of two boring rigs is a must) for the approval of 

Engineer/Scientist In charge. To complete the work within the stipulated time, the Contractor shall, 

if necessary, mobilize additional equipment without additional cost to CSIR-4PI.  

 

Mobilization  

 

The work shall include mobilization of all necessary equipment, providing necessary engineering 

supervision and technical personnel, skilled and unskilled labor, arranging all facilities and labor for 

drilling etc., as required to carry out the entire field as well as laboratory investigation, analysis and 

interpretation of test data collected and preparation of a geotechnical report. The entire field as well 

as laboratory investigation work shall be supervised by a scientist with at least 3 Years of site 

experience in respective areas of geotechnical investigation work. The scheduling of laboratory tests, 

analysis and interpretation of test results, drafting of report and recommendations shall be carried 

out by a soil engineering expert with _experience 3 Years in soil engineering/ geotechnical 

engineering with at least 3  years of experience. The testing laboratory shall have NABL accreditation. 
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This scope also includes demobilization of all equipment / personnel in orderly manner so as to 

keep the site clean for any further work by CSIR-4PI. This should be to the satisfaction of CSIR-4PI 

and Scientist in charge. Charges for these items of work are inclusive in the BOQ item; no extra 

payment will be made for subsequent mobilization of any accessory and equipment.  

 

Based on the field examination or tests, bore logs shall be prepared in accordance with IS:1498. On 

completion of the field records, the successful Contractor shall discuss and decide in consultation 

with the Engineer In charge, the schedule of tests to be performed and the exact number of samples 

to be tested for each test 

 

The successful Contractor shall make his own arrangements for locating the coordinates and position 

of bore holes, trial pits and other field tests as per the drawings/sketches supplied to him and for 

determining the reduced levels at these locations with respect to the bench mark indicated by the 

Engineer-in-Charge. Two established reference lines will be indicated to the contractor. The 

contractor has to provide at the site all the required survey instruments including experienced 

surveyor to the satisfaction of the scientist so that the work can be carried out accurately according 

to the specification and drawings.  

 

All the field data shall be recorded in the proforma as recommended in Indian Standard Codes and 

the field records shall be counter signed by the Engineer-in-Charge. The contractor shall submit 4 

copies of the field bore-logs to the Engineer-in-Charge soon after the completion of each bore hole.

It is essential that the equipment/instruments are properly calibrated at the commencement of the 

work so that they represent true values and submit the test reports to the engineer-in-charge. If the 

engineer in- charge/Scientist  so desires, the contractor shall arrange for having the instruments 

tested in presence of the engineer at an approved laboratory at the contractor's cost and the test 

reports shall be submitted to the engineer- in-charge. When blasting with explosives is involved, 

agency/contractor shall arrange statutory clearances and also the portable magazine for 

storing/carrying the explosives.  

 

The Contractor is supposed to be acquainted with the site conditions and the nature, type, scope of 

work and involvement. The rates quoted shall remain firm during the entire period of execution till 

completion of the work and any additional claim for lack of knowledge shall not be entertained.

The Geotechnical Investigation Layout Drawing indicating the tentative location of the bore holes and 

field tests/areas to be investigated for locating various facilities/building structures of the project 

are attached with this tender . The location, extent and depth of bore holes & field tests/area(s) 

indicated in the drawing shall be subject to change that may be necessary during actual execution 

of the work. No claim whatsoever shall be entertained for differences between the location, extent 

and depth / area(s) etc of soil tests indicated on the construction drawings and those actually done 

as per instruction of Engineer at site/Scientist.  

 

CODES AND STANDARDS 

All standards, specification and codes of practice referred to herein shall be the latest editions 

including all applicable official amendments and revisions.  

 

FIELD INVESTIGATION – SOIL 

BORING 

GENERAL REQUIRMENTS  

a) Bore holes shall be drilled at specified locations to obtain information about the sub-soil 

profile, its nature, strength and to collect soil samples for strata identification and conducting 

laboratory tests. The diameter of the bore hole shall be 150 mm and boring shall be carried 

out in accordance with the provisions of IS: 1892 and as per this specification.  

 

b)  All bore holes shall extend up to a maximum depth of 100 METERS or as directed by the 

Engineer-In-Charge. If the strata with standard penetration test (SPT) 'N' value greater than 

100 with characteristics of rock is met with earlier, the drilling shall be stopped immediately.  

 

 

c) Casing pipe shall be used in the borehole to support its sides when side-fall is suspected to 

occur inside the borehole. When casing pipe is used, it shall be ensured that its bottom end 

is at all times 15 cm above the bottom of the bore hole. In case of cohesion less soils, the 

advancement of the casing pipe shall be such that it does not disturb the soil to be tested or 

sampled. The casing shall be advanced by slowly turning the casing pipe and not by driving.  

 

d)  In-site tests and collection of undisturbed samples (UDS) shall be carried out at regular 

intervals and at change of strata or as decided by the Engineer-in-charge. Representative 

disturbed and undisturbed samples shall be preserved for conducting various tests in the 

laboratory. Water table in the borehole shall be carefully recorded and reported. No 

water/drilling mud shall be added while boring above ground water table. For cohesion less 

soil below water table, the water level in the borehole shall all times be maintained at slightly 

above the water table.  

 

 

e) The bore hole shall be cleaned using suitable tools up to the depth of testing or sampling 

ensuring that there is minimum disturbance of soil at the bottom of the bore hole. The 

process of jetting through an open tube sampler shall not be permitted. In cohesive soils, the 

borehole may be cleaned using a bailer with a flap valve. Gentle circulation of drilling fluid 

shall be done when rotary mud circulation boring is adopted.  

 

f) On completion of the borehole, the portion drilled in soil shall be backfilled with sand unless 

otherwise directed by the engineer-in- charge. Wash boring shall not be adopted. The location 

of the boreholes shall be marked with permanent location marker. The unit rate quoted shall 

be inclusive of all the above.
